SECRETARY’S REPORT
Richard called the meeting to order promptly at 7:36.

Richard invited any new members to identify themselves.  One Mark Hunt was brave enough to stand up and be counted.

Sam gave the vital statistics on the treasurer’s report.  It was accepted as read.  He also made a request, to those present, to encourage anyone they knew to be on the No-Fly List to re-enlist as soon as possible.

Dr. Mike made a suggestion to have a Military Fly-In November 13th.    This week-end coincided with the Albany, Ga. Fly-In, and after some vigorous discussion, the group voted to delay scheduling this until a further date.  An alternate date has not yet been determined.

Richard presented the newly revised constitution.  Several points were raised and discussion ensued.  Richard said he would send out a copy to the members.

Jeff Owens announced the airport terminal/meeting room would be unavailable November 3rd.  An alternate location and/or time must be arranged.

Sam announced he had two cases of 15% fuel and four cases of 30% fuel remaining for sale.

Richard went to the Landfill Open House September 9th to promote the club.  At the meeting he suggested the club host a open house cook-out at the field.  There was a good reaction to this idea.

Jeff Owens voiced a concern of the possible problems associated with operating a flying field in a public park.  General discussion ensued.

Geoff Lawrence noted the current ramps to the container are broken and suggested building new ones.  There was agreement to this need.

Richard made an announcement that Manny Sousa was running for District 5 AMA V.P.

A question was raised and general discussion followed, revolving around Flying Field etiquette.  The following top ten list provides some specific ideas based on the three generally accepted tenants of “be safe”, “have fun”, and “don’t piss off our landlord”.

1. Be knowledgeable of and practice all the flight safety rules required under your AMA license agreement.  This means you have to read this document at least once.

2. Read and follow the flight rules posted at the shelter.

2. Don’t fly behind the flight line unless you are hovering over the concrete hover pads.  Yelling “I DON’T HAVE IT” doesn’t count.

3. Don’t fly even near the land fill weigh station.  Its location is shown on the aerial photographs posted at the shelter.

4. Hover planes no closer to the flight line than the far (east) edge of the landing field.

5. Next to pilot error, the most common cause of a plane’s demise is electrical failure.  With this in mind, avoid low level, close in maneuvers where the plane is heading straight for the shelter, such as tight horizontal turns.  If anything goes wrong, there will be little time to avoid a bad accident.

6. Similarly, refrain from (super cool) low passes along the near (west) side of the field.  Not to mention the safety issue of flying close to other people, it is very disconcerting to see someone else’s plane suddenly streak directly in front of you while you’re trying to fly.

7. Helicopters are to immediately vacate the landing field upon the announcement of a plane landing, or emergency situation such as a “dead stick”.

8. Announce in a loud voice to any others at the flight line when you are about to “taking off”, “landing”, or when you are “walking onto the field”.

9. Be aware of others flying “pattern type routines” and stay clear of that flying space.

10. There are numerous other situations that could be mentioned, however above and beyond the flight safety rules, what makes a well run and enjoyable place to practice our sport is to PRACTICE GOOD CITIZENSHIP.  If someone is doing something that looks inappropriate, don’t just get mad and complain to your neighbor.  Make the effort to work out your differences with that person.  They may not even be aware there’s a problem.  If that doesn’t work, bring it to an officer’s attention.  That’s what we’re here for.
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
